INTERNATIONAL SOFTBALL FEDERATION (ISF)

REQUIREMENTS FOR INTERNATIONAL CERTIFICATION
A.  EXPERIENCE REQUIRED:

1. The umpire must be ranked at the highest level of their National Association/Federation when applying.
2. For the immediately preceding 5 years, the applicant MUST be  an active,  registered umpire, in good standing  with the approving Federation .

3. It is recommended that the applicant have attended an International or National Umpire School prior to the certification school.
4. An umpire may be approved in more than one (1) category (fast, slow, or modified pitch), but must attend and pass a seminar in each category before being assigned to that type play.  (Holding a modified certification will not qualify for fast pitch).

5. Must be approved by the umpire’s Federation to attend.

B.  APPLICATION FORM:

1. Application forms may be obtained from the ISF office (1900 S. Park Road, Plant City, Fl. 33563-8113.  (Tel: 1-813-864-0100) E-mail: tmulqudi@internationalsoftball.com or through your National Association/Federation.

2. Only current application forms will be accepted.
3. Application must be signed by:  Applicant, National Umpire in Chief and the President, Secretary General, Commissioner or designate person of the National Association/Federation.

4. The application must be accompanied by a $50 fee and three (3) passport size photos.

5. Applications which are not fully completed with three passport pictures, fee, or the required signatures, or do not meet the qualifications (outlined under experience) will be returned with the application fee and photos.

C.  VERIFICATION, PROBATIONARY OR INACTIVE STATUS:

1. Any conduct by an umpire unbecoming of the standards of the ISF (on or off the field) during the certification process (this could deny the certification) or once certified, could result in probation for the umpire.

2. The National Association/Federation president, Secretary General or designate person must approve application to attend. Also it has to be signed by the National Umpire-in-chief, local commissioner verifying that the items A:1-4 are true.

D.  EXPENSES:

All expenses incurred while attending an ISF Umpire Seminar (travel, housing, and meals) are to be paid by the applicant or the applicant’s Federation, as agreed upon by the applicant and the applicant’s Federation.

D.  DEADLINES:

Applications will be accepted year round.  Notification of acceptance and when the next school will be held will be provided in plenty of time to make plans to attend.

E.  ASSIGNMENTS:
1. An Umpire approved in one category (Fast Pitch, Slow Pitch or Modified Pitch) at the “International” level cannot be assigned to games in any of the other two categories.  If approved in two categories the umpire can be assigned in either.
2. An International umpire can participate within his/her category (fast pitch, slow pitch or modified pitch) in Olympic Games, ISF World Championships, World Cups, and Qualify Games for Olympic Games and World Championships, Regional championships, Regional games, etc.
